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MINUTES OF CITY COMMISSION MEETING
MADISON, FLORIDA
OCTOBER 14, 2025

The City Commission met in a regular meeting at 5:30 p.m. in City Hall. Commissioner Voncyle Wilson (District 1), Commissioner Priscilla Akins (District 3), Mayor/Commissioner Jim Stanley (District 4), and Commissioner Judy Townsend (District 5) were present.   

City staff present were: Stanford Amos-City Manager, Lee Anne Hall-City Clerk, Tommy Reeves-Acting City Attorney, Tyrone Edwards-Police Chief, Chris Cooks-Police Captain, Andy Tellefsen-Fire Lieutenant, Ben Williams-Firefighter, Bryan Govantes-Firefighter, Dale Thomas-Customer Service, and Mary Graham-Director of Community Development.  

The Mayor called the meeting to order.

During Citizen’s Participation:   Tracy Mays expressed concerns about the signage at Oak Ridge II Cemetery.  City Manager Amos was tasked with resolving her concerns. Deloris Jones reminded everyone that October is “Breast Cancer Awareness Month” and about Nu Omega Omega Chapter’s “Pink Table Talks” event on October 25th.  

Commissioner Akins moved to adopt the agenda; seconded by Commissioner Wilson.  Motion passed 4-0.

Commissioner Townsend moved to adopt the consent agenda:  (a)  Minutes of September 9, 2025 Regular City Commission Meeting, (b) Minutes of September 23, 2025 Special City Commission Meeting, (c) Department Head Reports, (d) Finance Report, and (e) MCDC Report.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 4-0.  

Mr. Albert Barfield discussed the possibility of a fee waiver for utilities at the Madison Rec Center.   Acting City Attorney Tommy Reeves advised that the City was allowed to make monetary contributions from its General Fund to 501(c)(3) organizations that fulfill an important public service and an important public interest.    After discussion, the Commission directed the City Manager, City Clerk and City Attorney to work together to establish an objective criterion for 501(c)(3) organizations who would qualify for a monetary contribution.  

A request from Verizon for utility and ingress/egress easements at their communication tower in the Industrial Park was discussed.   The City Attorney was directed to move forward with preparation of the necessary documents to grant the request.  It was noted that all related expenses would be the responsibility of Verizon.  

Commissioner Townsend moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the State of Florida Department of Commerce Federally Funded Small Cities Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Subgrant Agreement – FFY 2023 & 2024 Funding Cycle Subgrant Contract Number: 26DB-H07.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 4-0.

Commissioner Townsend moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the Housing Rehabilitation Fiscal Year 2023/2024 Florida Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Program Administrative Services Agreement between the City of Madison and the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, subject to and effective upon the Florida Department of Commerce signing the CDBG Subgrant Contract Number: 26-DB-H07 Agreement.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 4-0.

Commissioner Wilson moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the Building Code Administrator Agreement between Randolph Wiggins and the City of Madison.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 4-0.

After discussing the absences of a Code Enforcement Officer and a Fire Inspector, the City Manager was directed to work with the County and the City Attorney on negotiations for Interlocal Agreements for both.

Commissioner Townsend moved to approve moving forward with application LDR 25-03 concerning manufactured homes and modular homes.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilson and passed 5-0.
  
City Manager Amos gave his City Manager’s Report.
