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MINUTES OF CITY COMMISSION MEETING
MADISON, FLORIDA
NOVEMBER 18, 2025

The City Commission met in a regular meeting at 5:30 p.m. in City Hall. Commissioner Voncyle Wilson (District 1), Commissioner J.P. Moore (District 2), Commissioner Priscilla Akins (District 3), Mayor/Commissioner Jim Stanley (District 4), and Commissioner Judy Townsend (District 5) were present.   

City staff present were: Stanford Amos-City Manager, Lee Anne Hall-City Clerk, Clay Schnitker- City Attorney, Tyrone Edwards-Police Chief, Andy Tellefsen-Fire Lieutenant, and Mary Graham-Director of Community Development.  

The Mayor called the meeting to order.

Police Chief Tyrone Edwards congratulated Patrolman Fred Korey for being recognized by the Madison Masonic Lodge #11 as the First Responder of the Year.

Jerelda Sutton, Deloris Jones, Marie Mobley, Kathy Brooks, and Andy Tellefsen spoke during Citizen’s Participation.  

Commissioner Townsend moved to adopt the agenda; as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilson and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Moore moved to adopt the consent agenda:  (a)  Minutes of October 14, 2025 Regular City Commission Meeting, (b) Minutes of October 21, 2025 Special City Commission Meeting, (c) Department Head Reports, (d) Finance Report, (e) MCDC Report, (f) Appoint Jorge Monreal as the City’s Appointee on the Pension Board for a Term Ending January, 2028, (g) Holiday Schedule for City of Madison Calendar Year 2026, and (h) Appoint Windford Frazier as an Alternate Member on the Planning and Zoning Board for a Term Ending May, 2028 .  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Townsend and passed 5-0.  

Commissioner Townsend moved to adopt, on first reading, proposed Ordinance No. 2025-08 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MADISON, FLORIDA, RELATING TO THE TEXT OF THE CITY OF MADISON LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS, PURSUANT TO AN APPLICATION, LDR 25-03, BY THE CITY COMMISSION; PROVIDING FOR AMENDING SECTION 2.1 ENTITLED DEFINITIONS, GENERAL BY AMENDING THE DEFINITIONS FOR DWELLING, CONVENTIONAL SINGLE FAMILY AND DWELLING, MOBILE HOME OR MOBILE HOME; PROVIDING FOR AMENDING SECTION 2.1 ENTITLED DEFINITIONS, GENERAL BY ADDING DEFINITIONS FOR DWELLING, MODULAR HOME OR MODULAR HOME, DWELLING, RESIDENTIAL DESIGN MANUFACTURED HOME, AND DWELLING, STANDARD DESIGN MANUFACTURED HOME; PROVIDING FOR AMENDING SECTION 4.15 TO ADD PROVISIONS FOR RESIDENTIAL DESIGN MANUFACTURED HOUSING; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Wilson moved to adopt, proposed Resolution No. 2025-08 – A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MADISON, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE BUDGET FOR FISCAL PERIOD BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2024 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2025, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Townsend moved to adopt, proposed Resolution No. 2025-09 – A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MADISON APPROVING THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF MADISON AND MADISON COUNTY FOR THE COUNTY TO PROVIDE FIRE AND SAFETY INSPECTIONS SERVICES FOR THE CITY OF MADISON, AND ADOPTING MADISON COUNTY’S FEE SCHEDULE FOR SUCH SERVICES.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilson and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Moore moved to approve a $1,200.00 contribution to the Madison Recreation Center; seconded by Commissioner Akins.  Motion passed 5-0.

Commissioner Townsend moved to approve the concept of the Interlocal Agreement between Madison County Florida and the City of Madison for Code Enforcement and directed the City Attorney, City Manager, and City Clerk to work with County personnel on finalizing the details of the Agreement.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Akins and passed 5-0.

City Manager Amos advised he was reviewing the RFPs received for Grant Writing and Grant Management Services and would make his recommendation at a future meeting. 
 
Commissioner Townsend moved to accept a $250.00 donation from Brown & Brown and a $250.00 donation from Melanie Stegall for food bank provisions.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilson and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Townsend moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the Consultant’s Agreement between Alfred Martin and the City of Madison.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Moore and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Townsend moved to approve and authorize the distribution of the City of Madison CRA Community Input Survey; seconded by Commissioner Akins.  Motion passed 5-0.

Commissioner Wilson moved to amend the agenda to add “Discussion and Possible Action on the Use of Lanier Field for the Ironhead Gallon Family Foundation’s ‘Camo Event’.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Moore and passed 5-0.

Commissioner Moore moved to approve the use of Lanier Field for the “Camo Event”, subject to execution and compliance with the City’s Lanier Field Permit and Agreement and the event concluding at 12 midnight.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Townsend and passed 5-0.
